Happy New Year to everyone!               

Summerfolk has been 
saved...again! 

Not enough can be said, nor 
enough thank you’s be passed 
on to convey the gratitude and 
appreciation the Georgian Bay 
Folk Society and its’ Board of 
Directors would like to ex-
press.   To all the musicians, 
performers, artisans, sponsors,     
members, patrons, volunteers 
and individuals who supported 
the Folk Society through this 
challenge. with a tremendous 
amount of sincerity, thank you. 

Within days of voicing the call 
for $25,000 in emergency 
funds required by December 
31st , 2011  in early October – 
the Georgian Bay Folk Society 
received $2,700 in cash       
donations..  Much of this    
support from out-of-town  
through the website, as well as 
new and renewed              

memberships.   

By the end of that same week, 
Keith Osbourn, owner of the 
Pizza Hut/Taco Bell Restaurant, 
contacted the Folk Society and 
Bayshore Broadcasting about a 
fundraising event he suggested 
be held at his Owen Sound lo-
cation.  Offering half of the pro-
ceeds from a day of pizza and 
taco sales, the Bayshore was 
quick to kick in with a  promo-
tional campaign to back it up.

#DXNMC½ began. 

Posters were distributed, the 
radio announcements began 
and social media was used to 
its extent as the word was put 
out through the province and 
nationwide.  Musicians were 
quick to resond and offer their 
help.  With Bayshore Broad-
casting airing live throughout 
the day’s event, Brian Moniz, 
Pete Devlin and 15-year       

volunteer, Pepe Peterson 
played, sang and entertained 
for three hours during the  
afternoon while Anne Beverley
-Foster came in to charm the 
patrons during the dinner 
hours of October 12th, 2011.  
Ruth Parsons, President, GBFS 
Administrator, Roxane David-
son, and other volunteers were 
present throughout the day 
selling tickets to the 37th     
annual Summerfolk Music & 
Crafts Festival, August 17th, 
18th and 19th, 2012 and issuing 
memberships on site for the 
Folk Society.  The day was an 
enormous success and a     
tremendous thank you goes 
out to all those involved! 

Keeping up the momentum, 
the Folk Society began to make

The audience was kept content 
throughout the evening with 
excellent entertainment, hot 
pizza and home-baked goods 
supplied by volunteers.  Coffee 
and tea were available to go 
along with the donations from 
Pepsi and Draftek, at the    
licensed bar, to make sure  
refreshments were provided 
for everyone.   With all the 
support received from the 
sponsors, supporters, GBFS 
members, patrons, volunteers 
and their families, this event,

was an enormous success and 
a tremendous thank you goes 
out to all those involved! 

Even at this point, the GBFS 
could not stop their            
fundraising efforts.  Adding 
another estimated $8,000 
from the benefit concert  to 
the $13,000 raised through     
donations, membership sales, 
sponsorships and fundraising 
efforts prior to the event, the 
Folk Society was within reach 
of their campaign goal. 

Backed by the support of the 
young performers that had 
been taken in by the festival 
and Folk Society over the 
years, another fundraising  

concert, ôSinging for        

Summerfollkõ was yet to     

occur.      

This event was booked for  
November 12th, 2011 at the St. 
Thomas Anglican Church, in 
Owen Sound.  Long-time     
supporter and volunteer of the

The Arrogant Worms, who 
have always been popular at 
Summerfolk, headlined the 
save-the-festival event.  Other 
performers included Samantha 
Martin, Coco Love Alcorn, 
Larry Jensen, Al Walker,      

reuniting Jensen & Walker, 
reminiscent of the first festival.  
Mike Ford, of Moxy Fruvous, 
and previous artistic director, 
Richard Knechtel, were also 
there entertaining along with 
Tara and Trevor MacKenzie’s 
Blue Band closing the night 
with an inspirational bang!! 

The evening was not all just 
about music.  It also included a 
silent auction, which was a 
smashing success containing 
many items from out-of-town 
performers not able to        
participate in the event.  CD’s, 
DVD packages and other    
merchandise were graciously 
sent to the GBFS office and 
donated along with one-of-a-
kind artwork from Summerfolk 
artisans, local businesses and         
individuals.  A 50/50 raffle 
draw occurred and once again, 
Pizza Hut was present to     
support the GBFS by supplying 
the performers and volunteers 

Summerfolk Festival, Jerry 
Walsh, took it upon himself 
to contact volunteers and 
organize a growing group of 
young performers interested 
in saving the festival.  Feeling 
it was the least they could do 
for a festival and organization 
that has offered each one of 
them so many opportunities, 
whether it be performing, 
mentoring and otherwise, the 
event was created to help 
raise funds in support of the 
Folk Society. 

The 24th Street Wailers blues 
band – a musical stand out 
and complete CD sellout at 
last season’s festival – can-
celled a paying gig to travel to 
Owen Sound and do it all 
over again for the festival.  
They and singer-songwriter 
Liam Sanagan, part of the 
First Rate People collective, 

headlined the ‘Singing for 

Summerfolkõ event.

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I first came to play           
Summerfolk in 1985.  I came 
as a ‘hardly wet  behind the 
ears’ musician, playing     
guitar for a Scottish folk 
singer named Margaret 
Christi.  

 Two years later, when I had 
released my first solo album, 
Summerfolk was one of the 
first festivals outside of    
Alberta that booked me, as 
me. I have been coming back 
regularly ever since.      
Sometimes I have had a   
couple of offers on the same 
weekend, but I can't resist 
the place.   Summerfolk   

always has the highest     
priority for me. 

There are several reasons 
for that.  

One, it is often the last   
Canadian festival for the 
season and as such, has the 
feeling of the last gathering 
of the clan before we all 
disperse for the fall and  
winter touring season. A last 
chance to hang out and play 
tunes and tell stories with 
your peers. Summerfolk has 
always excelled at making 
performers feel comfortable 
enough to hang out         
together, and that is harder 
to achieve than you think. 

Second, Summerfolk has 
always taken chances on 
artists (myself included) and 
the performers generally 
give that back to the festival 
and the audience in spades. 
It also makes for a rare mix 
between the    seasoned 
veterans and the up and 
comers. As a young         
performer you can learn a 
lot at the workshop stages 
just by looking to your left 
or right and as a veteran, 
you can realize that you are 
connected to the ever 
evolving scene. It energizes 
us. 

Third, and most important, 
when Summerfolk really 
clicks, the barrier between 
audience and performers 
melts away. A few years 
ago, just before the finale, I 
caught sight of one of our 
American brethren packing 

up and heading for the   
shuttle pen. I said to him, 
“You have to stay for the 
finale  man.”  He looked at 
me, with a slightly  jaundiced 
eye and got that weary look. 
I put an arm on his shoulder 
and said, “No, really, you 
have to come on stage.”   He 
asked me, “Why?”   “ For 
what happens at the end”, I 
said. 

When the piper showed up, 
he looked quite worried, but 
when the piper headed in to 
the audience and the       
performers followed, we 
walked together through the 
crowd. He shook hands with 
people, thanked them for 
coming. People thanked him 
for his songs and for his   
humour and when we, at last 
returned back stage, he 
looked at me and said, " That 
was the most extraordinary 
end to a festival that I have 
ever seen". He was moved. 
As I am, every time I do it. 

Summerfolk has a reputation 
amongst  performers in   
Canada and abroad. People 
want to come and play here, 
argue with their agents so 
that they can play here, 
bring their families with 
them when they play here.  

That is the tradition that I 
want to uphold in my time as 
Artistic Director of this jewel 
of a festival.
